     The Bone Chapel, pictured here, is in Evore, Portugal. 

Back in the 16th Century thousands of skeletons were 

used to build this 

chapel. The monks 

who donated their 

bones were making a 

statement about the 

certainty of death. A 

poem at the entrance 

asks people to enter 

and contemplate the 

fact that one day they would end up like these monks, a 

pile of bones. The humorous poem ends by saying the longer you linger contem-

plating the bones, the closer you are to joining them. Time marches on and death 

awaits all! 

    Life ends in death. What then? Our world is dead and dying spiritually without 

Christ. It seems that in these last days no one is contemplating the fact that one 

day they will die and stand before God.  

   Ezekiel 37 describes a weird vision that the prophet experienced. He saw a val-

ley full of skeletons bleached by the sun that were torn apart and scattered across 

the valley floor. This was a dead army, defeated, dried up, forgotten. God asked, 

“Can these live again?” Ezekiel answered that God could do what He wanted to 

do. God told Ezekiel to preach to the bones and they became flesh and blood.
