*  Advertise and receive resumes November - December? Exact time to be determined by the committee. 

*  January - May the Search Committee works to name a DOM/AMS. 

*  Goal is to name AMS by either the March EXECUTIVE Boards no later than the June Executive Boards. 

The Executive Boards of both associations will vote to call DOM/AMS. 

*  The new DOM/AMS target date in no later than August 1 depending on which Executive Board the vote 

to call the AMS occurs. If voted on in the March Executive Boards then the new AMS can start in 

April/May. If the vote occurs at the June Executive Boards than the start date will be July/August. A timely 

notice needs to be made to all member churches prior to the Executive Board vote so proper representation 

will occur for the vote to call a new AMS.
